BATTERIES

Most frequent in > 3 yrs old
Introduced in nose and ears, while playing

BONES

Most frequent in >3 yrs old
Incidents occur while eating

Presenting with discharge, pain, bleeding
Severe complications when ingested
Lead to necrosis, perforation and infection
Immediate referral to the doctor

Elective location pharynx and larynx
Presenting with cough, pain, dysphagia
Complicated in pneumonia, perforation
